“Form Follows Function!” Before we set our budgets, organize our committeesnset a
agenda, do a project or program, or invoke the Book of Order, wietode clear about what
the purpose of the church and/or activity is. | believetti@purpose of all church life should
be to help people to encounter God. The form (structure, bumlfministration, rules, policies,
etc.) therefore needs to help make this happen, not thevadiyearround.

“Leaders perform the ‘Executive Function’.” The pastor and the church’s leadership
team need to discern the will of God for the church¢alete this vision to the membership,
and set up the systems and structures to help the amangtoward that vision. For
Presbyterians, this often means tying the budget to shenvi
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“Normal isn't always healthy.” Because “we have always done it that way” doesn'’t
mean that it is what we are supposed to be doing. It also'tdag=an that it is life-nurturing.
For many churches, being “normal” seems to be more impohantiteing healthy. We need
to move toward being healthy.

“You can’t hit a target unless you know what it looks like.” The pastor, the leadership
team and the congregation need to have a clear “piadiirghat God is calling the church to
do, be or become. We must be able to articulate what thigif@idooks like. All activities
need to be moving the church in that direction. Doing otlsene a waste of time and energy
and is not being faithful to the purpose of the church or God.

“The sign of insanity is doing the same thing over and ovaand expecting different
results.” If God’s expectation for the church is to grow and the chbeshbeen in decline, it is
insane to think that doing what has always been dondelplthe church to grow. We need to
stop being insane in our local churches, the Presbyteryre PC (USA).

“Change is not the issue’We change all the time. Change is never the problem.
Control is the problem. When we are in control of therge, we like it and thrive in it. When
we feel that we have no control over the change, wepget or resistant. If we believe, as we
say we do, that God is in ultimate control and we onlg ‘thbeough a glass dimly,” then
change becomes a welcome thing and not something to be feaeststed, right?

“Traditions demand challenging!” Christ challenged the traditions of the day because
the folks had lost the reasons for the traditions. iHanés us that all people are important to
God and as a result, we need to treat each other witaatesnd dignity. We need to speak
truth to power and challenge the traditions, especiaihely don’t point us to our purpose....
to have and help others to have an encounter with God.

“Leaders are ministry multipliers!” Being a leader means multiplying the ministry of
others, not subtracting from it or dividing it. The past@sston, and church leadership team,
should never be stumbling blocks to doing Christ’s work but shouhbats of
empowerment.

“Err on side of grace not judgment”: People feel the weight of criticism and judgment
every day. The church needs to be the place where eadnpsmwelcomed, accepted and
encouraged to grow closer to God, discover who and whose téeyia into” their
relationships, and not be judged or put down or criticized.

These short sayings obviously cannot capture the complexitye adsues. They do help
provide a summary of what | felt were important themesiy ministry as your Stated Supply
Pastor. My prayer has been and will remain; that youhaie an experience of the Divine and
help others to have an experience of the Divine, as yoister in the Presbyterian Church of
Bull Shoals. May God bless you as you have blessed me hawsdabored to serve Christ.

Getting to Know the Gospel of Mark

Each of the three lectionary years we focus ontihiges from a different synoptic Gosp8lynopticis a word

that means “similar.” The first three Gospels — MatthMark, and Luke — are called the synoptic Gospels

because they have a lot in common. This is Year Bl (uemtt Advent at the end of November) and so the

Gospel is Mark.

Mark is an interesting book. It is the shortesthef Gospels — only 16 chapters — and most scholars think
that it was the first Gospel to be written, probablgnetime around the year 65. This means that, like alief t
other Gospels, the book was written by someone whodali@mow Jesus personally. However, they
undoubtedly heard stories that had been passed along byclesest friends. Nowadays, when we share
stories we may not be too concerned about the ddiatsuse we know we can probably find written material
to back us up. In those days, people told stories a litite mccurately because they knew that most of the
time they were the only source of a story.

Bible detectives will sometimes wonder things like: Wi/ this person take this out of a story? Why did
this person add this to a story? What made this authogeltais story?

No one will ever know the answers to these questiahsdmetimes through good research we can come up
with ideas. Most important of all, however, is simghowing that each Gospel tells us wonderful things about
Jesus. They are all unique and all very special.

In June the lectionary offers three readings frommkViElere are some interesting things about the stories:

June 14 — Mark 4:26-34

» Verses 26-29 are unique to Mark — he seems to be setting sfoithef the mustard seed.

» Verses 30-32 — Mark’s story of the mustard seed is §ligginger than either Matthew 13:31-32 or Luke
13:18-19. They all say the same thing, but Mark’s storylitiefuller.

» Matthew gives several parables about the kingdom pireraf God, but Mark offers just these two.

* In Jesus’ time, images of trees suggested great empihess the mustard tree is a good image for the
empire of God. Also, the “birds of the air” could regnatspoor and oppressed people, who find a place in
God’'s empire.

June 21 — Mark 4:35-41

* Matthew, Mark, and Luke all include this story of Jesalsneng the storm.

» Mark gives more little details than the other Gospéls storm is “great;” Jesus is asleep on a cushion; the
words Jesus speaks to the storm (“Peace! Be still!"inateded.

» When Jesus speaks to the disciples, he says sometlitfegraore intriguing than in the other Gospels:
“Why are you afraid? Have you still no faith?” That wetdl suggests that Jesus thinks their faith should be
growing. Jesus suggests that that is the direction tieyd be going.

June 28 — Mark 5:21-43

» Matthew, Mark, and Luke include both of these storiesiathe woman who has had a hemorrhage (had
been bleeding) for 12 years and about Jesus restoririg hfédttle girl.

» Mark offers more details than the other writersludsng much more about people’s feelings.

* In verse 40 Jesus takes only the girl's parents withifitionher room. Matthew suggests that Jesus went
alone and Luke is ambiguous, suggesting that either Jesusmvkist own or had some disciples and the
parents with him.

» The image of Jesus and the girl's parents seemsrtandgpersonal.

» Mark includes a couple of intriguing little details abdesus and the little girl. In verse 41, he includes
Jesus’ Aramaic wordsilitha cumwhich mean “Little girl, get up.” In verse 42, Mark talis that the girl got
up and walked about and that she was 12 years old, whiclsrteketory seem more real.

» The girl's age is the same as the number of ybéarsyoman mentioned earlier had been ill — perQaps
signifying “a lifetime.” Jesus heals and brings newtiifdoth of them.
