Away from Distrust 

This was found in the June 1999 Readers Digest: “Outside the woman's shower at a Maine campground, I 
saw two teenage boys talking excitedly and taking turns peering at the side of the building.  Realizing what 
they were up to, I ducked inside to find the knot hole they were looking through.  Try as I might, I could not 
locate the hole.  I went back outside to get a better idea of where to look, making sure the kids didn't see me.  
Finally they left, so I hurried over to their spot.  That's when I found the most magnificent spider I had ever 
seen.” Leslie Irdell, Jamaica Plain, Mass  

How many of us, when posed with a situation or something that might appear suspect, assume the worst? 
Recently I overheard some discussion about a TV program concerning the death of President John F. 
Kennedy, Jr. One person wagered that JFK, Jr. must have been drinking or was shot down “by a missile.” 
The other person chimed in that “the death was a government conspiracy” because JFK, Jr. was considering 
running for office in New York and was a rival of Hillary Clint on. Absurd? I thought so! But this was not the 
most telling part of the discussion. I was stuck by both speakers’ skepticism and cynicism.  

We have become a skeptical and cynical people! This attitude is often fueled by commentators who speculate 
that the motive of all public officials is self-interest and the politician’s overriding drive to be reelected. Its 
movie goers, enthralled by conspiracy theories see these stories as “reality” in their own lives. Whether it’s 
grandparents who assume that a “sleep over” means sex and drugs, or a closer at home.... a church member 
who assumes someone does something only out of selfish gain, those with the real “street smarts,” seem to 
find it necessary to keep us all alert to such possibilities by being skeptical or cynical.  

Some have said that our distrust in others is due to our distrust in our systems (i.e. social, government, 
economic, political, religious, etc.). Some say it is the legacy of the Vietnam War, the Nixon administration, 
the fall of religious icons such as the Bakkers, Oral Roberts and others, or the sensationalizing by the media.  

I say that it finds its origins in each one of us. Our skepticism and cynicism about others simply masks the 
distrust that we have in ourselves. When we judge a couple of teens as being voyeurs we say more about 
ourselves than about the teens. When we hypothesize that there was alcohol, missiles, or a conspiracy at the 
root of the death of  JFK, Jr., aren’t we saying more about who we are rather than the circumstances of his 
tragic death? When we judge another person’s motives, perhaps we are really offering our own motives 
through projection. 

Let’s ask the religious question, “Why did Jesus die for us?” If you are distrustful and a skeptic or a cynic, 
you might say, “It was all a hoax and didn’t really occur.” Or perhaps, “It was a great way to get known…. 
Good publicity!”  Or perhaps you might wonder, “What was in it for Him?” Wouldn’t these say more about 
the distrustful skeptic and cynic than about Jesus? 

Perhaps this is why the reason for Jesus’ death is all the more incredible… because God’s motives are not 
ours. Jesus died for us, so that we might have eternal life. That’s it… no conspiracy, nor ulterior motives, no 
hidden agendas. No media blitz and interestingly, no news coverage. But this is a statement that we must trust 
but only if we can put aside our own distrust, skepticism and cynicism.  We can only take this at face value 
and without the need for interpretation or conjecture if we put aside distrust, skepticism and cynicism. It is a 
simple truth that we say we believe and trust and it challenges us to have a simple faith. But to do this, we 
must walk boldly away from our nature of skepticism, cynicism, our society, the media and the other loud 
voices of distrust and move confidently towards God. Perhaps we should practice this with our neighbor, for 
this is the call of Christ also.

STEWARDSHIP MINUTE 
The Following has been extracted  from the March 2009 Session minutes: 

Treasurer’s report for February 2009 was given by Moderator/Treasurer Peni Lloyd. 

 

The Finance committee is tasked to go over the Church’s financial plan especially the 
section that requires the General Operating checking account to have an $8000 balance 
and bring any recommendations to next Stated Session meeting. 

 

It was voted based on our discussion of the Church’s financial plan and the requirement 
to have an $8000 balance, that the current balance submitted by the Treasurer of 
$5,458.68 is acceptable until the Session revisits the financial plan. 

 

It was voted to approve the following Reimbursement of Travel Expenses Policy for 
Fiscal Year 2009: 

 

Whenever a church member is authorized to travel for official church business 
and/or meetings, the following reimbursement rates will apply: 

The driver will be reimbursed for mileage at the rate of $0.35 per mile. 

Meals excluding alcohol will be reimbursed up to $25 daily per person. 

Items required for reimbursement (attached to payment request): 

Receipts for all meals/miscellaneous expenses 

Mileage needs to be shown in detail (i.e. destination, date of trip and total miles) 

To avoid limiting attendance to an authorized attendee, consideration may be 
given to an increased stipend on a case by case basis. 

 The Finance Committee is tasked to provide usage guideline policy for the Helping 
Hand (savings account) fund and ensure accountability on financial reports. 

Elder Bob Wiles gave a Budget Analysis which shows receipts continue to be down 
compared to the 2009 budget requirements.  A summary of our church’s investment 
program as of March 13, 2009 was given.
